Catholics in the 119th Congress Record on Abortion Factsheet 

Senate 

There are 23 Catholics in the Senate. 13 are Democrats, and 10 are Republicans. 

8 Catholic senators are pro-life, 14 Catholic senators are pro-abortion, and 1 

Catholic senator is a moderate. Below is an overview of this breakdown.

54 Catholic representatives are pro-life, 70 Catholic representatives are pro-

abortion, and 2 Catholic representatives are moderates. Below is an overview of 

this breakdown.

(Note: Reproductive Freedom for All scored votes on several attempts to amend the 
Agriculture, Rural Development, Food and Drug Administration (FDA), and Related 
Agencies Appropriation Act of 2024 to reduce the salary of senior people at FDA to $1. 
This choice in scoring inflated the numbers making it appear as though more members 
were in line with Reproductive Freedom for All. For instance, Ann Wagner (MO-R) 
scored a 32%, but according to the scorecard, her Born-Alive Abortion Survivors 
Protection Act was one of the most draconian bills last congress. This tells us more about 
its twisted priorities than pro-abortion sentiments in Congress.) 
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Of the 19 that had no scores: 

 10 have taken pro-life positions 

o Only Republicans 

 9 have taken pro-abortion positions  

o Only Democrats 

(Note: National Right to Life was better about keeping their scores up to date than 
Reproductive Freedom for all. This explains the discrepancy between the two 
scorecards. However, we still double checked with additional sources for the 
members who had a score from National Right to Life but not Reproductive 
Freedom for All to provide a complete picture.)
